In Edo period, emblems on kashimono are symbols of their status. Therefore, feudal lords competed each
other by showing more detailed emblems. With natural jewels and cherry blossom pattern, we expressed
the Japanese kimono in contemporary way.

Smoky Quartz: A jewel with the strong power to accomplish your desire and to be stable.

Hawk’s-eye: This jewel may get you forward and wish you success.
